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Your SEVIS I-20 Form:

You will soon receive an email with a notice to access and download your SEVIS I-20 form. This is
an important document, that you will use to begin the F1 Visa application process. Please review the
necessary steps here: Study in the States – F1 Visa application process. We recommend that you
start this process immediately, because in many countries the visa process can take up to 6 months
or more.

The F1 Student Visa:

When you have successfully obtained your F1 Visa, you must inform your Admission Counselor
immediately. Your notification will begin the next steps to registering at Lewis University. Students
are not permitted to register for courses, until after they have obtained the F1 Visa. With your F1
Visa, you can reserve student housing, communicate with your Academic Advisor, pay your tuition
deposit, register for courses, and receive information about the mandatory New Student Orientation.
After you have obtained your visa, we can begin your enrollment at Lewis University.

Registration Process for New Students:

When you notify your Admission Counselor that you have successfully obtained your F1 Visa, we will
then begin preparing your Student Account here at Lewis. When the account is ready, your
Academic Advisor will send you an email with instructions to register for courses. Your Advisor will
help you with everything need, so please be sure to following their instructions carefully.

Some students will be required to register for “Foundation Level” prerequisite courses. These are
intended for students who need additional support before moving onto advanced Graduate Level
course topics. Students with a similar education and background as their Major at Lewis, will have
fewer required Foundation Courses. Students with prior education that differs from their Major at
Lewis will have more required Foundation Courses. Your Academic Advisor will walk you through this
process.

Initial Tuition Deposit:

After obtaining your F1 visa, you will be required to pay your tuition deposit of $2,700 USD (the cost
of one graduate course). Deposits can be made using your MyLewis Student Portal, found within the
Nelnet Student App. Or using our partner services of Flywire to make easy international bank



   

 

 transfers. Tuition Deposits are non-refundable, with the only exception offered to students who are
denied entry into the United States.

Initial tuition deposits must be paid prior to entering the United States and you should be sure to
carry a copy of your payment receipt when traveling. When you contact your counselor to report your
F1 Visa, we will send you additional information about completing the tuition deposit.

Cost of Attendance:

The Graduate tuition rate for Fall 2025 and Spring 2026 is $875 USD per credit. As an international
student, you are required to study a minimum of 9 credits. That means, the cost of your first semester
tuition will be $7,875 at a minimum. There are additional costs, including mandatory medical
insurance and other course fees. These will be in addition to your tuition, and billed accordingly.

Student Housing Reservations:

Lewis University offers a wide variety of student housing options at the main campus in Romeoville.
Campus locations in Oak Brook IL, Albuquerque NM, and Chicago IL do not offer student housing,
and students at those locations will be required to find independent housing.

Students planning to live on campus must reserve their room prior to arriving on campus. To be
eligible for student housing – you must first be registered for courses. Students that are registered for
classes, can apply for housing directly with the Office of Res Life. Students not currently registered
for course will not be able to submit a housing application.

Your room confirmation and your specific move-in date will be emailed to you. Please do not arrive
on campus earlier than your specific move-in date, as your room may not yet be ready for your
arrival. Please communicate all your arrival plans directly to the Office of Res Life at:

New Student Orientation:

All new International Students are required to attend a New Student Orientation with the Office of
International Student Services. During this event, we will review important information about your
visa, academics at Lewis, and other useful services that you have access to as a new student.
